The purpose of the Statistical Computing Committee is:

To provide a forum for:

The exchange of ideas, practices and theories for using statistical computing software when analysing data within the pharmaceutical industry

Promoting the professional credibility of PSI, Statistical Programmers and Statisticians within the pharmaceutical industry

Enhancing the understanding, collaboration and interaction of the differing skill sets required by Statisticians and Statistical Programmers
To achieve this

1 Each year the Committee will organise half/full-day meetings, statistical computing parallel sessions at the annual PSI conference, provide articles for the PSI quarterly newsletter (SPIN) to communicate with PSI members, and encourage the provision of journals from the PSI membership.
2 The Committee will support and collaborate with other groups and committees within PSI to help them meet their objectives and those of the statistical computing PSI community.

3 The Committee will consist of approximately twelve PSI members who will each contribute to the planning, organisation and running of events.  Members of the Committee will work together to organise and run the annual PSI conference statistical programming parallel sessions, any meetings, or articles for SPIN.
4 The Chairperson will be a member of the PSI Board of Directors with a maximum term of office as the Chairperson of four years. 

5 The Committee will look to forge links with external professional bodies whose aims overlap our work, under the guidance of the Board of Directors, in order to enhance communication of ideas for PSI members and to promote PSI.
6 Committee members will, under guidance from the Chairperson, invite new members to join the Committee as required.  In so-doing, they will seek to build and maintain a diversity of representation and views.
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
